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Observation on the application effect of high-quality nursing in the nursing of elderly dementia in neurology department

[Abstract] Objective: To observe the application effect of high-quality nursing in the nursing of elderly dementia in the neurology
department. Method: 110 elderly dementia patients admitted to the neurology department of our hospital from March 2024 to
March 2025 were randomly divided into a control group ( 55 cases, using conventional nursing ) and an experimental group ( 55
cases, using high-quality nursing ) . Compare the cognitive function, daily living activity ability, psychological and behavioral
symptoms, and nursing satisfaction of two groups of patients before and after nursing care; Result: After nursing, the
experimental group patients showed better scores in the Montreal Cognitive Assessment Scale ( MoCA ), Activities of Daily
Living ( ADL ), and Neuropsychiatric Inventory ( NPI ) than the control group ( P<0.05 ), and the experimental group had higher
nursing satisfaction than the control group ( P<0.05); Conclusion: The application of high-quality nursing in the nursing of
elderly dementia in neurology can effectively improve patients' cognitive function, daily living activities, alleviate mental and
behavioral symptoms, and increase nursing satisfaction, with high clinical application value.
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
