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Evaluation of the Effectiveness of Course Ideology and Politics in Intravenous Infusion Teaching

[Abstract] Objective: This study aims to evaluate the effectiveness of ideological and political education in intravenous infusion. Method:

Sixty nursing interns who worked at Luchun County People's Hospital from March to December 2024 were selected as the
research subjects. Participants were randomly divided into an observation group and a control group, with 30 people in each
group. Compare the assessment results of two sets of professional knowledge, professional skills, ideological and political
goals, and their specific indicators. Result: Comprehensive analysis showed that the observation group performed significantly
better than the control group in multiple indicators, including mastery of theoretical knowledge, improvement of operational
skills, and depth of understanding and application of ideological and political education curriculum content. Specifically, in
addition to the written professional knowledge exam scores, the observation group performed better in terms of professional
knowledge operation evaluation and skill improvement indicators. In addition, the observation group also scored higher than the
control group in terms of value formation, emotional attitude, and behavioral performance evaluation. Conclusion: The
implementation of blended learning based on the principles of curriculum ideological and political education in intravenous
infusion teaching can enhance the professional knowledge and technical skills of nursing students, have a positive impact on

their professional attitudes, and improve their satisfaction with teaching quality.
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
