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[ Abstract ] The rule of law constitutes the cornerstone of optimal business environments. Within the grand strategy of advancing

new patterns in western development, establishing a first-class market-oriented, law-based, and internationalized
business environment serves as both the core engine and fundamental guarantee for achieving high-quality development
in western regions. This paper systematically examines top-level designs such as the "Guiding Opinions on Advancing
New Patterns in Western Development" and the "Regulations on Optimizing the Business Environment, " elucidating
the essential principles and strategic significance of legalized business environments in contemporary western
development. Through comprehensive analysis of judicial safeguards, market entity feedback, and macroeconomic
data, the study affirms the remarkable achievements in building a law-based business environment in western regions,

particularly the sustained leadership of legal frameworks in enterprise satisfaction evaluations, which act as a
"stabilizing force" for market confidence. However, the research also reveals existing bottlenecks and challenges,

primarily manifested as: development anxiety-driven local protectionism and administrative interference, deficiencies in
government integrity and standardized law enforcement, uneven regional capabilities in legal practice, and implicit
barriers transitioning from "legal equality" to "factual equality" in resource acquisition. To address these challenges, this
paper proposes systematic optimization strategies across four dimensions: enhancing fair competition reviews,

strengthening judicial core functions, advancing the construction of a law-based government, and exploring
differentiated legal pathways. These measures aim to provide theoretical references and practical guidance for
establishing a stable, fair, transparent, and predictable law-based business environment in western China during the new

development phase.
